Report: Anti Ragging Week Events 

Introduction: 
The Anti-Ragging Week Celebration at Somaiya Vidyavihar University, Mumbai, held from August 
12th to 18th, 2024, was a resounding success. This initiative, in alignment with the University Grants 
Commission's (UGC) mandate, aimed to raise awareness about the harmful impacts of ragging and 
promote a safe and inclusive campus environment. The week-long events were organized by the Internal 
Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) and the Anti-Ragging Committee of Somaiya Vidyavihar University. 
 
Event Highlights: 
The Anti-Ragging Week featured a series of engaging and impactful activities that drew enthusiastic 
participation from students, faculty, and staff members. The diverse range of events facilitated 
meaningful discussions, knowledge sharing, and a renewed commitment to eradicating ragging from 
the campus. 
 
1. Student Pledge Board (August 12th to 18th 2024) 
Throughout the week, a Student Pledge Board was displayed across the campus, urging students to take 
a stand against ragging. The pledge board served as a visual reminder of the collective commitment to 
creating a safe and respectful campus environment. 
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2. Essay Writing Competition: 
The Essay Writing Competition, held online, received an overwhelming response with 34 entries. 
Participants shared their insights on topics such as strategies to eliminate ragging, the impact of ragging, 
and fostering a culture of respect. The winners were chosen based on their originality, coherence, depth 
of insight, and writing proficiency. 
 
3. Slogan Writing Competition: 
The Slogan Writing Competition saw the participation of 33 students who creatively expressed their 
thoughts on anti-ragging themes. The slogans captured the essence of the campaign, promoting unity, 
respect, and diversity. 
 
4. Poster Making Competition: 
The Poster Making Competition saw creative expressions capturing the essence of the anti-ragging 
message. The participants showcased their artistic skills while promoting the values of respect, unity, 
and diversity.
